Moving closer and closer

"I was glad when they said unto me, Let us go into the house of the LORD."  (Psalm 122:1 KJV). The Lord is indescribable and uncontainable. We gather to seek him above all today. He is an amazing God!

Our Lord continues to pave the way for the righteous. Authentic born-again believers shall not be moved from his mighty guiding hand! The Lord is our rock and our salvation this morning! He is our defense against ungodliness.

How many of you came to the realization last week that our lives are fragile and only here just for a brief moment in time? Many have left this earth since last week, just check your local obituaries to find out.

So, you see beloved, our lives may run like the energizer bunny for a while, but just like him, these bodies eventually wear down. But for authentic believers, that's not bad news. It just brings us to our real home of life eternal.

We will have new bodies like the one Jesus had when he rose from the dead. (1 John 3:2). No more worries of running down like the energizer bunny. Our God has come to give us new life in glorious fashion! Don't you love living?

My repeated prayer from last week fits today's message. Let's pray. "Heavenly Father, we thank you for giving us new life today. We thank you, that your mercies are new every morning. Indeed, great is your faithfulness Oh Lord!

Lord, we cannot ask for your covering over our lives without asking you to first cover our brave soldiers in Israel and the United States. We pray for a hedge of protection upon them. We also pray for peace that stops evil where it is.

Again, each week we thank you for the technology that brings us together across distances. Though we are not in the same room, we are united in spirit. We invite your presence into our homes and ask that you would draw hearts.

Lord, this week, the harvest is still plentiful for "TRY JESUS" to reach the darkest areas where people think there's no help and no escape for their pain. But Lord, you are the only one who makes beauty out ashes.

Your love and power reach into the depth of the soul and spirit. I pray your Holy Spirit would fill the pages of this online ministry this morning, drawing those who have lost all hope in life. You are the fulfillment of the dry empty soul.

Lord, thank you for drawing many today with your loving kindness. May those who are seeking in wrong places find new rest in you alone Lord. Bring people through the evil maze of life today, in Jesus’ name, Amen."

Have you ever yearned for someone so badly that you couldn't get them off your mind? Have you ever longed to see your spouse after the two of you were separated because of a business trip?

Did you run to greet them before they arrived at the front door? Have you ever missed your children while they've been away at a church retreat or camp meeting? Have you ever embraced someone with your heart?

There is a difference between missing someone in your head and missing someone in your heart. There have been many secular love ballads. I mean, there are some heartbreaking, heart wrenching secular songs that make you cry.

Some secular songs like "It's so hard to say good-bye, Just to be close to you, Tears in heaven, and For your eyes only are just a few of thousands that have been written about the heart being broken or missing someone you love.

Have you ever cut your schedule short because you couldn't wait to see the love of your life? Did you sacrifice your own enjoyment to make their life better? There's nothing on earth that’s closer than twins in the womb.

Twins are so close together that they come out looking identical (Smile). Many twins have this special bond that sometimes unites and bonds them differently than other siblings. They long to stay close even after their birth.

But there is someone who yearns to stay close to us in an even greater way than twins in the womb. And that closeness has never wavered. Your creator and mine, has a history of breaking through everything just to be close to us.

No matter what has tried to come against God's love for you, he has broken down all things opposed to keeping you separated from his unmatched genuine love. There's much evidence to see and hear from his love letter to us.

This letter involves speaking and doing (action), proving his love for you and me over and over and over again. Let's start here before we start from the very beginning of this constant love that seems to keep pursuing us daily.

Please read this pursuing love into your spirit, family, or study group. "Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, because it knew him not." (1 John 3:1 KJV).

3} "How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation; which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed unto us by them that heard him;

4} God also bearing them witness, both with signs and wonders, and with divers miracles, and gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to his own will?" (Hebrews 2:3-4 KJV).

You can also be blessed by reading verses 5-18. This is just one avenue in which to see the love of God, how rich and pure, how measureless and strong
It shall forevermore endure, the saints' and angels' song.

All this love and closeness, why would you want to reject it? Why do people reject love? Why do people reject closeness? Why do people reject warm oneness embracing? We've all heard the phrase "love is blind."

Why do people turn to abusive hurtful love? Does the phrase "Bad boys" apply to Jesus? Is his love bad or good for the heart of any man, woman, or child? God has only wanted to be near us since the very beginning.

God showed his desire to be close from the moment he said, "Let there be light." (Genesis 1:3-4). That light wasn't just any kind of light. That light has power, warmth, and love illuminating from it. God is the light of love.

When you have a power outage, you take a candle into the room to dispel the darkness. God's loving light extended through his word to his Son, Jesus. He came into the darkness of sin that engulfs the heart of unbelievers.

Yes, I said it here this morning, "the unbelieving heart has no light in it." Did you know hell has no light in it? All of us come into this world needing that light. Yes, newborns are innocent, but their flesh and blood is contaminated by sin.

But I want all of you who discount God being real or alive or doesn't care about humanity, to allow the hallow void in your heart to examine his unrelenting pursuit of his creation from Genesis to Revelation. What motivates this.. Love.

But this is not any type of love. There are many types of described love the world lives under, all of it perverted and corrupt by Satan. But God's love comes from its purest form, himself.

This is, you might say, God's way of running us over with this amazing love. This love is defined in his word as agape. It lives in an unconditional, sacrificial, action commitment to the well-being of others.

This is God’s true love for humanity It is not a feeling, but a choice to act in kindness, truth, and forgiveness, regardless of whether it is returned. Do you think it's difficult to love someone who rejects your love?

Could you imagine a married couple getting married apart from each other in separate locations? I guess there could be individuals who might get married online, but there's no tangible connection. It's really hallow and distant.

But God demonstrated this from the very beginning. Let's do a one-hundred-yard sprint, if you will, from Genesis to Revelation, looking at how this love manifest itself upon humanity, even when sin and darkness showed up.

When God created Adam, there was joy all around. You can see his love from the creative work he put into. Please read the following verses into the spirit God gave you and the living gifts he gave you called family. Nothing stops his love.

26} "And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.

27} So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.

28} And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.

31} And God saw every thing that he had made, and, behold, it was very good. And the evening and the morning were the sixth day." (Genesis 1:26-28,31 KJV).

There's no denying the joy expressed in God creating us. The words, "Let us" shows the loving agreement and commitment by God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit, all united together in creating through love.

This love and oneness between the three was even spoken by Jesus later during his ministry. John 3:35-36; 5:19-21; Colossians 1:12-20). When God breathed the breath of life into Adam, he became a living soul. (Genesis 3:7).

This was the loving intertwined spiritual bond God had with Adam and his wife Eve. God's presence was with them outside and inside. What greater love is there on the face of this earth? There is no other closeness for you.

But this was just the start. How many of you have ever been part of a break-up in a loving relationship? They can be excruciating, painful, and long lasting. But have you ever witnessed one spouse trying tremendously hard to save it?

Some people go through total exhausting hours, days, weeks, months, and yes years to try and put back together a relationship that the other side doesn't want. Many of you have experienced divorce and breakup.

Children have experienced heartbreak and tears because their parents were unreconcilable in their efforts to bridge their broken relationship. So many tears. So many hearts divided. The division and divide in their hearts are like the Grand Canyon.

God experienced this with his creation. But God's unrelenting love and closeness kept moving. After Adam and were given a beautiful garden (Eden), they were told to cultivate it. (Genesis 2:15). Instructions were also given.

As long as those instructions were followed, the closeness and intertwined relationship between them and Gid continued. It was the closest relationship between God and his creation. But something happened.

Disobedience and evil showed up and placed a wedge in between God and his creation. Satan had already disobeyed God through rebellion and pride. (Genesis 3:1-7; 14:12-15; Proverbs 6:16-19; 16:18).

Did this shake God and startle him? Not at all. Many people have asked me the question, "Hey Pastor Todd, if God loves us so much, why did he allow Satan to come around them? Why didn't he stop Eve from going around that tree?

"Agape." That's why he (stood down) because that type of love is not hindered by enforcement. Would you like to stay married to your spouse after the honeymoon of your wedding, he or she decided to hand-cuff you every day?

I mean handcuff you whenever you decided to do something apart from them? Many times, you see this happen in relationships that are built on insecurity. They have no ties to the word "trust." God's love and word explain this.

Please read what many call "The love chapter" in (1 Corinthians 13:1-13). Here's the first verse and the last verse. Please these and the verses in between during your loving devotion between you, family, or study group.

"Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, and have not charity, I am become as sounding brass, or a tinkling cymbal." (1 Corinthians 13:1 KJV)."

"And now abideth faith, hope, charity, these three; but the greatest of these is charity." (1 Corinthians 13:13 KJV).

Oh, and let's not forget this powerful passage of scripture. 5}“Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding.

6} In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths. 7} Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart from evil. 8} It shall be health to thy navel, and marrow to thy bones." (Proverbs 3:5-8 KJV).

You think Eve and Adam had that trust in God before being tempted by Satan? That's the whole point of God wanting to be close but without forcing this closeness. Real love doesn't come with chains, it comes with choice.

Real love comes with no negative binding attachments. Real love and trust live in the same space. I remember a movie starring two individuals where their relationship was tested by Infidelity.

Her words to him were an arrow that went straight to his heart. "Love should have brought you home last night." Obviously, when he stepped out that evening, there was no chain, ankle monitor, or bodycam she put on him.

It was simply, "I trust you when we are apart." God had given Adam and Eve instructions. He didn't stand over them and place them in a full-nelson grip to keep them from doing anything wrong. That's not how free agape love works.

It's a contractual agreement between two parties. God has certainly continued to uphold his end of the contract. Even after God gave out his loving discipline, he still stood close by, even though physical and spiritual death stepped in.

You see this in (Genesis 3:7-11). And of course, when real love is divided through hurtful actions, the blame game is played over and over again. You also see it in politics every day. The two parties continue to blame each other.

We all know what happens when you constantly point that one finger at others. You have three pointing back at yourself. That's why sitting down and having that round-table discussion helps destroy that divide.

Yes, the seed of Adam and Eve sin brought physical and spiritual death to us all (Hebrews 9:27; Revelation 2:11; 20:6,14; 21:8). But God's real love continued to show our hearts the way back to him.

Even after the first murder took place on earth. (Spilling blood), which God strictly forbids and leads many to hell who allow their hatred of life without repentance to not be restored in God's close love.

Even after murder God’s evidence of still drawing close to his creation showed up. "And to Seth, to him also there was born a son; and he called his name Enos: then began men to call upon the name of the LORD." (Genesis 4:26 KJV).

This call began to grow throughout the Old Testament. Including when Moses cried out the words, "Show me your glory." (Exodus 33:18 KJV). God passed all his goodness before Moses. Wow! Do you desire to see God's glory?

Do you desire to be that close to God? How close is close between you and God? Moving further ahead, that closeness was shown in the life of David. Yes, even with all his sins and faults, David was a man after God's heart. (1 Samuel 13:14).

David and Moses also had something in common. They both were involved in murder. Does this mean that we should commit to taking life from someone, God forbid. There are many, (uncountable souls in hell) who did not repent.

Never go through life with blood are your hands. It's not as easy to wash away from your heart and spirit as it might be to wash it away from your hands and from God's eyes. (Genesis 4:6-12; Proverbs 15:3).

As we move into further towards the New Testament, God explains his desire to still connect with our hearts in closeness. Don't believe me, please read these loving words of closeness into your spirit.

31} "Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah:

32} Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, saith the LORD:

33} But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; After those days, saith the LORD, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people.

34} And they shall teach no more every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the LORD: for they shall all know me, from the least of them unto the greatest of them, saith the LORD: for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more." (Jeremiah 31:31-34 KJV).

You see God also orchestrating this through the prophet Ezekiel. 25} "Then will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye shall be clean: from all your filthiness, and from all your idols, will I cleanse you.

26} A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh.

27} And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them." (Ezekiel 36:25-27 KJV).

Do you see a pattern of why you are so valuable to God? If you're an atheist, and you die in that state, you are going to witness what you chose over the close intimate relationship you could have had. (Revelation 20:10-15; 21:8; John 8:21-24).

Even when God decided to no longer speak through his prophets, he continued to follow his loving plan of wanting to be close to us through someone else. Care to guess who it was?

You see the evidence of how this was indicated through prophecy. God transitioned from speaking through prophets to speaking through his Son, marking the end of the old prophetic era (Hebrews 1:1-2; 2 Chronicles 36:15-16).

God's relentless love and desire for us to come one step closer was prophesied before his Son arrived in great splendor and glory. What was his reason for coming? Here are the facts. Please read them slowly into your spirit.

Isaiah 7:14 (The miracle virgin birth), Micah 5:2 (His birth in Bethlehem), and Daniel 7:13-14 (His coming in glory). Fulfillment showed up in (Matthew 2:4-6). His lineage from Jesse (Isaiah 11:1; Romans 15:12).

Jesus showed up to be the suffering servant. (Isaiah 53:5). He started his ministry to deliver the brokenness inside humanity, which we could not see in ourselves. (Isaiah 35:5–6; Matthew 11:4–5).

Please read aloud slowly into your spirit, or family why Jesus left his glorious position in heaven to come down to us. (Luke 4:18-30). He only came with one enduring motive. Care to guess? Even the most religious didn't believe in him.

But if they had just looked back a ways and read about a prophet being like Moses. (Deuteronomy 18:15-18), they would have not been surprised by his arrival.

Even Elijah, a forerunner was fulfilled by John the Baptist (Malachi 4:5-6; Matthew 11:14), to announce the coming of the Messiah into this broken world. (Matthew 3:1-17). His arrival was at the perfect time.

21} And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins.

22} Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying,

23} Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us. (Matthew 1:21-23 KJV).

God came down to his creation wrapped up in sinless flesh. His motive never diminished. His unrelenting agape presence and actions kept moving closer to us. This type of love was life changing for those who believed.

This penetrating piercing love was different than what the world, flesh, and devil (Satan) were offering. (Matthew 4:4-10). His whole ministry was motivated by love and sacrifice. You can see it in his words.

12} "This is my commandment, That ye love one another, as I have loved you. 13} Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends. 14] Ye are my friends, if ye do whatsoever I command you." (John 15:12-14 KJV).

His great love moves him to draw closer to his creation. He came full of unconditional mercy, grace, and sacrifice. He came to die for our sins even while we lived in spiritual darkness. Jesus wants to be close to you today.

7} "For scarcely for a righteous man will one die: yet peradventure for a good man some would even dare to die.

8} But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. 9} Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him." Romans 5:7-9 KJV).

Jesus loves us in spite of our rejection. He keeps loving closer, and closer. To get closer to us, God sent his only Son. But how did we treat his arrival? Have you ever treated someone badly as a guest in your home who traveled from a long distance?

Please read (Matthew 21:33-40) into your spirit to see if this fits your attitude about someone wanting to have a warm loving relationship with you. Many instead are exposed for their hatred of such amazing love and graced offered.

16} "For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

17} For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved." (John 3:16-17 KJV).

But even as Jesus continued to face harsh persecution and hatred for just wanting to love his creation, he persevered through his own created people rejecting him. There is no greater love than Jesus.

10} He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him not. 11} He came unto his own, and his own received him not. (John 1:10-11 KJV).

Please read more proof of Jesus' great love for you and me in his living love letter to us. (Ephesians 2:4-5; 5:1-2; Romans 8:38-39; 1 John 4:19-21; Galatians 2:2-21; Revelation 1:5-7 Philippians 2:5-11).

Remember beloved, the cross is the only way to salvation. That's where real true love went to die and shed blood for the washing away of your sins. You cannot achieve eternal life through Christian legalism, or man-made traditions.

No amount of works can redeem your soul. If your religious good works alone could save yourself, then Jesus would not have needed to come to earth to die for us. He could have just stayed at home. His love covers what we can't do.

Jesus kept proving his love on the way to die a horrible death on the cross for us. He demonstrated his love and power over death. When Lazarus died, the people could see how Jesus cared and loved those around him.


34} "And said, Where have ye laid him? They said unto him, Lord, come and see. 35} Jesus wept. 36} Then said the Jews, Behold how he loved him!" (John 11:34-36 KJV).

But Jesus' love and power over death was displayed by his announcement of having power over death that was not originally intended for us when he created us. Not even death could stop his moving penetrating love.

25} Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: 26} And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this? (John 11:25-26 KJV).

The love of Jesus kept moving toward that cross. The cross is the only bridge between us and the love God breathed into Adam. It's the same love that Jesus breathed on his disciples after he rose from the dead. This was a prelude to what was coming.

21} "Then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even so send I you. 22} And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and saith unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost." (John 20:21-22 KJV).

After Jesus defeated death on the cross, he demonstrated his love through words and actions. His love towards his disciples and those whose lives he impacted would only deepen, and nothing would come between it.

The disciples were able to touch with their hands the pure love sent for their souls. (1 John 1:1-5). And yet God the Father and God the Son were still not done moving forward to bind their relationship with broken hearts.

Jesus told his disciples they would be sorrowful after his ascension to his Father (John 16:1-20). But this separation from his authentic believers would be but for a short moment. Jesus would be sending another person.

Not some energy source or magic ghost, but the Person of the Holy Spirit. Jesus refers to the Holy Spirit as "He" Jesus promised the Holy Spirit as an Advocate, Helper, and Counselor who would live with us and dwell in us.

In your reading devotion time, please seek out the "This Person" in John chapters 14–16. Here are some vital important passages to read into your spirit. (John 14:16-17, 26; Acts 1:8). This would be God's love restored in us.

We are the paradise masterpiece that was lost but are now restored in love and oneness. (Luke 15:1132). The heart was always the destination of where God's loving presence wanted to take up residence in.

The Holy Spirit came in amazing power after the resurrection and ascension of Jesus. The Easter holiday is more than gathering together in our easter best outfits or engaging in Peter Cottontail boiled egg festivities.

Do they have a place next to the Resurrection Day? Think of it this way, if the Resurrection doesn't take place, we still lost in our sins and living misery filled lives destined to be separated from God in hell. (1 Corinthians 15:12-22

[Paul made it plainly clear how the bodily resurrection of Christ is the center of the Christian faith. Because Christ rose from the dead, as he promised, we know that what he said is true and that he is God.]

[The Resurrection affirms the truthfulness of Jesus’ life and words. Because he rose, he lives and represents us before God. Because he rose and defeated death, we know we also will be raised.]

The Person of the Holy Spirit coming is our sealed deposit that true born-again authentic believers belong to God Almighty. The Pentecost outpouring is the loving restored broken tragedy that took place in the Garden of Eden.

Now we see it here restored in (Acts 2:1-4). If you have the Person of the Holy Spirit dwelling in you, then you are sealed with God's precious promise to be with him for all eternity. No one can ever break that bond. (Ephesians 1:13).


🗣📢 Last words: Here's some simple truth to remember about the Holy Spirit dwelling in you. When you have a relationship with your spouse, children, sibling, or neighbor, you live in loving communication with them.

The Holy Spirit, Paraclete, counselor/helper, advocate, Spirit of Truth, Spirit of God and Christ, sanctifier, and Spirit of Life is someone you can engage in dialog with. How many of you have a conversation with the Holy Spirit?

If he's a person, why would you not want to engage with him in a caring loving back and forth verbal building relationship? There are many religious people and doctrines that do not even acknowledge that there is a Spirit.

Most false religions acknowledge there is a God. But once you get past the Father, the Son and the Paraclete are diminished from their spiritual authority in the God-head (trinity). What they failed to realize is, when you diminish one, you diminish all.

That's why God's commandments are set in the same way. If you break one, you break them all. The first two cover the other eight. Jesus said "I am the way, the truth and the life, no one comes to the Father (God) but through me."

Jesus is still knocking on the heart of the religious unsaved souls. Revelation 3:20; John 14:21). Understanding the crucifixion and resurrection of Jesus is essential for the Christian belief.

God used the greatest tragedy in history to display his great love for humanity. Let's recap some things for our hearing. God has no problem repeating himself to us. Love secures us by telling us more than once.

Ever had to tell your kids something more than once? Sure, you have. Smile. Some, once again, God's great love that the heart allows him to enter into is one of sacrifice and unconditional love even when we were lost and rebellious.

God brings with him "Agape" love while seeking us out. It's never his will that we be separated from him in hell. That place was created for Satan and his fallen devils, not us. (Matthew 25:41).

God never sends people to hell, we send ourselves there by rejecting our only hope of salvation, Jesus. The Hebrew word "Hesed" is defined as loyalty in covenant love. God comes into our lives with unwavering loyalty, mercy, and loving-kindness toward his people.

God's agape love is the highest form of embracing love that is a selfless, unconditional love that seeks the best for others. It is a pure sacrificial love. Most of us are looking for. But as blind lost souls, we look for love in all the wrong places.

This is why God placed his love chapter (1 Corinthians 13:1-13) in between the gifts of the Spirit chapters in 1 Corinthians 12 and 14. Without God's love baked in our hearts, our spiritual gifts sound like a symphony of untrained musicians. Just noise.

Here's your Easter Sunday manna from heaven feast homework assignment. What is the difference between the words Agape and Phileo? And how do you put them into practice each day?

Are you ready for the second coming of Jesus? Will he know you are his disciple and Christian by the love that spills out if you? (Matthew 24:29-51; 1 Thessalonians 4:16-18). Don't reject this love targeted for your heart, embrace it!


🛐 Here’s a prayer you can pray to receive what is meant for your heart. "Heavenly Father, thank you for showing me today where I've neglected so great a love that my soul desperately needs. I need agape love that molds my heart.

Jesus, I fall short every day as I strive to love others the way you love me. I need you to fill me with your love, so full that it overflows through my words and actions to all those I come in contact with.
 
Show me the places in my heart that are bitter or hardened. Cleanse them so there's room for your Spirit to work. Teach me to love those in my family better. Teach me to love my church family.

Holy Spirit, my comforter, help me to see the needs of others and respond with your compassion. Forgive me for the thoughts, attitudes, or words that don't reflect your heart. Stop me when I’m heading down a negative path.

Keep my heart sensitive so I can understand those around me through your discerning power of love and influence. Help others to feel the love of Jesus as I let your shine in all my relationships.
