Don’t neglect your opportunity

Good morning, everyone. Welcome to "Try Jesus!" If this is your first time joining us, it’s great to have you with us. I would like to thank all the new members for joining "Try Jesus."

I would also like to welcome those in New Hampshire, Delaware, South Carolina, Maine, Arkansas, Connecticut, and Washington. It is a pleasure to have you with us today. The Lord continues to expand his word!

"I was glad when they said unto me, Let us go into the house of the LORD."  (Psalm 122:1 KJV). The Lord is indescribable and uncontainable. We gather to seek him above all today. He is an amazing God!

Our Lord continues to pave the way for the righteous. Authentic born-again believers shall not be moved from his mighty guiding hand! The Lord is our rock and our salvation this morning! He is our defense against ungodliness.

Could you tell who Jesus is from a lineup of other prominent religious figures in the world? How would you know which one is Savior and Lord? What would distinguish him differently from the others standing next to him?

Has your spiritual eyesight improved since last week's message? Remember when Mary Magdalene was searching for him after he had risen from the dead? She had a conversation with two angels about where Jesus was.

After speaking with them she turned and saw another person standing there, thinking it was the gardener. But something happened. How did she know it was Jesus? Because he spoke her name into her spirit. (John 20:16).

It's similar to how someone you love can call you on a landline phone without caller ID. You don't have to have any of those extra things because you know their voice. You know that voice of love that grabs your whole being.

This is the relationship Mary Magdalene had with Jesus. She wanted to cling to him and not lose him ever again. Is that how your eyes behold Jesus this morning? He stands alone and above all the religious counterfeit Christ.

Let's welcome our soon coming Savior, Lord, and King with clear eyes. "Heavenly Father, we thank you for being our all in all provider. We thank you for caring for us when the storms of life pressed against us this week.

We thank you for comforting us when we may have been sad this week. We thank you for the armor you provide to stand against spiritual attacks. We thank you for keeping our families.

We thank you for the spirit of joy and gladness this morning. Nothing can ever separate us from your presence today. As we prayed last week, may your spirit
breakthrough in the dry, hard areas of lives today throughout this ministry.

We stand on your word, believing that nothing is impossible for you to bring your love and deliverance to the lives of those who cry out to you. As we do every week, Jesus, please move across social platforms this morning.

Holy Spirit, destroy all demonic strongholds against those trapped in website snares with the light that draws people to the Lord. Give us understanding hearts to receive your truth that sets us free, in Jesus' name Amen."

How many of you have ever found yourself putting something off? Are you a procrastinator? We've all heard the saying, "Don't put off till tomorrow what you can do today." How many times have you ever said, "I'll get to it!"

What about speaking the words, "I'll cross that bridge when I get to it." Do you ever have regrets? I don't have enough hands myself to raise how many times as a teenager I neglected to address things or take them seriously.

Many of you live this way every day of your lives. You go through life thinking, it can wait. The above phrases carry the meaning of its not an immediate issue and can be addressed when it is. "I'll figure it out, manage it when I have to."

Have you ever got complacent about something you could see that an issue needs addressed immediately but you wave it off as "it's not that big a deal, I'll get to it later?" Some of you don't worry
about a possible problem until it starts.

I'm here this morning to give you a loving warning, don't neglect those important issues that need addressed today. Don't wait! You may never get the opportunity to cross that bridge. The other side of that bridge could be lost.

One of the most heartbreaking stories in life is hearing stories about children that have been neglected. These stories of neglect cause long painful hardships on them that can take years for them to find relief from the unnecessary burdens.

As they are growing through these trials, they try to understand how to manage themselves through this web snare of neglect that was thrust upon them. At times they blame themselves. Other times they endure withdrawal emotions.

Children should never be neglected. But you should also never neglect yourself from how valuable you are to your heavenly creator. It is possible to care about others self-worth but fail at the importance of your own soul.

I remember reading a story about a sheriff that had been trying to apprehend a suspect who had been terrorizing a number of communities in his county. The hardened criminal would end up in a town where the gospel being preached.

There were many people turning to Jesus. The bars and nightclubs were losing customers. The kids were turning their lives over to Christ. When the criminal arrived, they told him what the preacher had been doing.

The criminal told them the pastor would be dead before the sun went down. That Sunday morning, the criminal walked into the church ready to carry out his word. But as the preacher began to preach, the criminal felt convicted.

He understood the value of his soul (John 3:16). When the sheriff arrived at the church, he arrested the man and watched them hang him. As the sheriff was preparing to leave the area, the pastor asked him about receiving Jesus.

He looked at the pastor and said, "Pastor, I'm the most honest, law-abiding man in this whole county." "If I'm not good enough for heaven, then no one is!" He should have (Romans 3:10). Hours later he was bitten by a poisonous snake.

When it comes to walking through life with that kind of attitude, you have placed your life on the Russian Roulette wheel which can only end in spiritual death for your soul. (Revelation 20:10-15; 21:7-8).

Spiritual death happens when you neglect the only source for redeeming your valuable soul, which never dies. But for you to spend eternity with Jesus (who died for your sinful soul), you must receive him to be transformed.

Transformation of your spirit just simply means what Jesus spoke to Nicodemus. He said these words to him.
3} "Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

4} Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born?

5} Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

6} That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 7} Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.

8} The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit." (John 3:3-8 KJV).

Nicodemus kept thinking in terms of earthly standards and not spiritual. He had a mind of flesh. Jesus later said to him these words. "If I have told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye believe, if I tell you of heavenly things?" (John 3:12 KJV).

Heavenly things (having a spiritual mindset) like Jesus' ascension (John 6:61–62) and the coming of the Holy Spirit (John 16:7) were not understood by Nicodemus until later. You cannot neglect your soul and grasp who Jesus i.

If you dislike and dishonor Jesus here on earth through rejecting him and not serve him here on earth, you wouldn't like heaven at all. You would be completely out of place. This is why neglecting him is so dangerous.

Please read the following verse aloud into your spirit, family devotion, or study group. 3} "How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation; which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed unto us by them that heard him;

4} God also bearing them witness, both with signs and wonders, and with divers miracles, and gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to his own will?" (Hebrews 2:3-4 KJV).

The word neglect (Gr. ameleo) means to be careless of. To make light of something. To disregard the severity of something explained. To neglect. To be negligent. You see beloved, the message to neglect the gospel is dangerous.

[In the KJV context, "neglect" often implies more than simple forgetting; it carries the weight of a culpable omission. It is failing to attend to something that requires action.]

[The message God delivered through angels reflects the teaching that angels, as messengers for God, had brought the law to Moses (Galatians 3:9). Just as Christ is greater than the angels, Christ’s message exceeds what the angels had.]

The angel’s message to Moses was to be not scoffed at. God's commandments are no less important today than back then. There are some Christians who neglect the Old Testament teachings.

They are in error when doing so. Jesus never came to destroy the law, but only to fulfill it. There are many people today who think they can accept the God of Moses and reject Jesus offer of salvation.

You cannot dishonor Jesus and receive God. If you dishonor one, you dishonor both. Jesus said, "I and my Father are one." (John 10:30). And in order to get to God you must go through Jesus. (John 14:6-11).

No one can escape God’s punishment if they disregard the salvation offered by Jesus. When you neglect something there are usually warnings that follow. The book of Hebrews contains five warning passages (2:1–4; 3:7—4:13; 5:11—6:20; 10:19–39; 12:18–29).

You can't respond to the other neglect warnings if you don't address the first one. Which is, "Do not neglect Christ’s message!" God has sent many messengers throughout humanity. One of his great messengers was John the Baptist.

What was John the Baptist main warning message to the people during his ministry? His message, "And saying, Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand." (Matthew 3:2 KJV). Repent. Make a 180-degree turn towards God.

That simply means turning away from sin (that is now at your back) and setting your eyes towards God's loving forgiveness through his Son's death on the cross, who died for your sins. Many chose to neglect John's message.

And even though John's message was powerful and great, God had no greater
messenger than his Son. There is no more important message than the gospel which Jesus has given. How shall we neglect this gift?


🗣📢 Last words: Neglect can be subtle in the natural and sometimes overlooked when it is done in a non-harming way. Like if you neglected to grab candles for someone's birthday cake.

But in comparison to one's soul, it is vital to address the need for your soul immediately. Simply put, "Don't wait!!" The Bible says this to our days calendar each day we wake up without knowing the Lord as our Savior.

(For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I succoured thee: behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.) (2 Corinthians 6:2 KJV).

Many people think they have life's time held in their own hand. That minor neglect can come tomorrow, or next week, maybe next year. But the Bible tells us tomorrow is not promised. (James 4:13-15).

Many of you have allowed distractions (many from Satan's doing) to keep you from a decision to repent and turn to Jesus for salvation. You keep thinking there will be a better time. But you could easily miss the opportunity altogether.

Do you think the famous Nascar driver and his family who recently passed away on their plane were thinking it would be their last day on earth? What about the famous comedian and director’s son who took his life?

Him and his wife may have planned events that week or thinking of individuals they might see this Christmas season. Sadly, they won't be here this holiday season or receiving gifts.

The Bible mentions many gifts that the Holy Spirit has poured out since the Lord sent him after his ascension. In the book of Acts, miracles and gifts of the Spirit authenticated the Good News wherever it was preached. (Acts 9:31-43)

Paul also discussed spiritual gifts that are a by-product of not neglecting the first initial gift (John 3:3; Romans 10:8-13; 2 Corinthians 5:17-18; Romans 12; 1 Corinthians 12–14; Ephesians 4).
Good News should never be neglected.

Good news can bring such amazing joy to your soul. Alot of friends tell me they don't watch TV news because it's usually bad and is so depressing. But the gospel is great news for your sin-sick-soul.

When you neglect this eternal giving news, your heart can begin to callous. Meaning, the more you keep saying no, the easier it is to ignore and neglect this great offer of salvation. You could end up with a heart like Lot's wife. (Genesis 19:26).

Many attend church Sunday after Sunday but neglect to surrender their life to Jesus. Praise God! They are coming. Many times, the Holy Spirit is chiseling away at that callous heart. But the next neglect could be the last one.

Even when we Christians (authentic born-again believers), receive Jesus as Lord, we are not to neglect or exercise the gifts the Holy Spirit gives us. Paul explains this beautifully to young Timothy.

Please read these verses into your spirit.
13} "Till I come, give attendance to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine. 14} Neglect not the gift that is in thee, which was given thee by prophecy, with the laying on of the hands of the presbytery.

15} Meditate upon these things; give thyself wholly to them; that thy profiting may appear to all. 16} Take heed unto thyself, and unto the doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this thou shalt both save thyself, and them that hear thee." (1 Timothy 4:13-16 KJV).

When you neglect something, it has no benefits for you. When you receive something, you put it to good use. You don't buy exercise equipment, use it for one day and never use it, allowing cakes of dust to settle on it.

Many handle their Bibles the same way. If you don't use it, you'll lose it. I played sports all the time. And throughout my involvement, outstanding coaches would drill repetitive basic fundamentals for me to work on.

This is done to the highest level of competition. This is also the way authentic believers approach their relationship with Jesus. They must not neglect the core principles of his doctrine as they mature in him.

There are many examples of sad stories that people tell about why they neglected to fulfill their commitment to themselves or someone else. Life has many difficult obstacles in it.

When we neglect our way through it, it only gets harder and more difficult to conquer it. Can you count how many times you have neglected something that benefited you? Was it the same thing each time?

(Like maybe your class reunion). When did you finally gain courage to overcome your reluctance to step through that neglect mindset? So, beloved, how many times will you tell God, "Thanks, but no thanks."

The next time could be your last time. Don't be like the people who thought Noah was a crackpot. They continued to neglect his warnings. Once those first rain drops started falling, they panicked and ran to the door.

But the door was lock. Time had run out. Today, Noah is with Jesus, alive and dry for all eternity. But what about those who mocked Noah? Remember, while they mocked Noah, they were mocking God also.

There is no better time than the present to receive God’s forgiveness. Don’t let anything hold you back from coming to Christ. The right time is now! Again beloved, don't put off tomorrow what you can do right now!

Never allow your mind and the tactics of Satan to speak lies about time to you. No one will escape God’s punishment if they disregard the salvation offered by Christ. The destiny of your soul depends on hearing the good news.


🛐 Here’s a prayer you can pray to stop negligence against your soul. "Heavenly Father, I thank you for today's message to help me move to the commitment my soul needs. For far too long I have heard the words "Come to Jesus."

I admit Lord that I have neglected your great salvation and haven't lived as I should. I now confess my sins, my wandering, and my lack of commitment to you. Please come in and be Lord and Savior.

Please forgive me and wash me clean by your precious blood. I know I can't save myself, so I gratefully receive your gift again. I surrender my life to you, Jesus, fill me with your Holy Spirit and renew my heart with abundant joy.

Give me strength to turn away from my old ways and follow you fully. Help me to walk in integrity. Help me to live a life that reflects your love and grace, moment by moment, with a fresh start today. In Jesus' Name, Amen."
